Apostolic Team Ministry Prayer Line Guidelines
"SAVE the Family, SAVE the Church"
The Pentecostal Assemblies of the World Apostolic Team Ministry Prayer Line is dedicated to PRAYER and operates in accordance with the Word of God as taught, preached and practiced by the followers of the Lord Jesus Christ and the New Testament Church. The Apostolic Team Ministry Prayer is not for social media, networking, joking, gesturing and small talk. This is an appointed time of Prayer – communication with God for people who desire prayer and who are willing to pray together in the Holy Ghost and in the name of Jesus! No political support or campaign statements will be allowed. No announcement will be made on the Prayer Line without prior approval of the Director/Diocesan.
The PAW ATM Prayer Line is devoted solely to PRAYER and should not be used for social networking or casual conversation. The most important thing is to make sure that our prayers are directed to the Lord Jesus Christ in accordance with His Word and in His Name, and not to people on the people line. Each prayer participant is encouraged to enter the prayer line properly prepared to have direct communication with Jesus and to pray in Holy Ghost in agreement for the needs, cares, concerns, and requests of all people.
Platform/Watches
Our prayer platform/watches are held four times every day at 12 midnight, 6 a.m., 12 noon, and 6 p.m. (CST). To join us in prayer during any of our prayer platforms/watches, dial 1(339)209-6552 and wait until you are greeted and welcomed to the line. Then feel free to share your prayer request or praise report and join in the prayer as directed. All volunteers, facilitators, callers and participants are required to be Christ-like, polite, respectful, and friendly, always on the prayer line. The Host will announce the established prayer focus for the prayer watch.
The Prayer Format
All ATM Prayer Team Facilitators and Volunteers need to be on the line, in place, and ready to serve no less than 30 minutes before the top of the hour of their assigned Prayer Watch. The Greeter will extend a warm and brief welcome to each caller and avoid any prolonged back-and-forth communication. The Greeter should politely call for the next caller and not engage back-and-forth communication with the caller. Only Special ATM approved announcements should be made and kept to a minimum, to keep the Prayer Line dedicated to prayer. 
The Host will present the Scripture Reader to read one verse of scripture without exhortation.
 Then the Host will present the Prayer & Worship Leader who will lead the prayer and worship for 12 minutes in the name of Jesus and in agreement with the Word of God and in accordance with the prayer points for the prayer watch and covering every request, need, care and concern entrusted to us by lifting them before the throne of grace. During the corporate prayer and worship, let us all follow the leader and not overtake and overtalk the leader.  It is very important that the leader close out the prayer and worship in the Name of Jesus! 
After which the Host will then present the Word of Encouragement Speaker to give 3 minutes of short and simple words of encouragement.  No pastoral instructions, preaching, prophesying, rebuking or chastening 

Then the Host will present the Diocesan for the Final Word and Closing. 
All times are subject to change as led by the Holy Ghost/Diocesan. Remember the K.I.S.S. Principle (Keep It Short & Simple) and dedicated to PRAYER in the Holy Ghost and in the Name of Jesus!
All underage children must have their parent’s present/supervision to make prayer requests and participate in the prayer line as required by law. No prayer request or names of people will be announced on the prayer line in violation of their privacy rights.
The assigned System Monitor will mute the line as requested by the Host or as required to reduce background noise and interference on the line. If you have background noise during the prayer, please keep your phone muted as much as possible.
The assigned Coordinator will assist the Host to make sure all vacancies are properly filled for the Prayer Watch at least 5 minutes before the beginning of the hour.
The Monthly Trainer will make sure all volunteers and facilitators have acknowledged that they have read and agreed to follow all PAW ATM Prayer Line Guidelines before volunteering and serving on the prayer line.
The Monthly Schedule will be composed of all volunteers and facilitators who have agreed to serve and follow all PAW ATM Prayer Line Guidelines as prepared by the Schedule Committee and approved by the Director. 
The Distribution Committee will share copies of the Monthly Schedule and Guidelines via email, website, or text to those who have properly subscribed to receive it.
Monthly Email Confirmation: Each recipient is requested to respond with a "Yes" or "No" confirmation to continue receiving the email distribution of the ATM Prayer Line Monthly Schedule each month. This is done in compliance with the CAN-SPAM Act governing mass email and helping us keep our database up to date.  Thanks for your help and cooperation. If you have chosen to unsubscribe from receiving the monthly email distribution, please take a moment and let us know why you unsubscribed. We will gladly respond and try to offer whatever help or assistance we can to find alternative ways of getting the schedule to you and to keep you on the ATM Prayer Team. 
The Director and/or Assistant Director will monitor the prayer line and make sure all Team Facilitators and Volunteers are properly functioning in the assigned duties and responsibilities.
The Bereavement Committee will send a Prayer/Sympathy Card to the family during the loss of their loved ones as much as possible when the proper mailing address/contact information of the bereaved family is submitted to Sister Rosia Dowdell - rosiadowdellblessedbygod@yahoo.com.
The Diocesan will maintain overall oversight and management of the PAW ATM Prayer Line under the leadership of the Director and Assistant Director.
